OVER THE COUNTER MEDICATION:  Must be a NEW, UNOPENED container
PRESCRIPTION MEDICATION:  Must be in ORIGINAL container
Please Note:  In addition to Parent Consent Form, Narcotics can only be given at school with written statement from physician stating that the student can take the narcotic while attending school.

FOOD ALLERGY, ALLERGY, DIABETES, SEIZURE

To better serve your student, the Deer Creek School District now requires the following medical    paperwork to be on file for each student, if applicable:

Diabetes Management Plan
Seizure Action Plan
Food Allergy Action Plan
Allergy Action Plan

These plans must be completed by a physician & returned to the school clinic with necessary medication or supplies.  Parent signature is required on all medical forms.
